Member Spotlight: Why I Joined Rotary and Why I'm Still a Member — John Engstrom

John Engstrom grew up in Chicago, which is home to Rotary Club #1. After graduating from college
he went to work for Hotpoint, a division of GE. He’d never heard of Rotary. In 1960 he was

; transferred to the GE transformer plant in Oakland, CA. Once
again he didn’t join Rotary at Rotary Club #3 because he’d never
heard of Rotary. He was plant manager, which definitely
qualified him to be in Rotary but no one invited him. Then in 1968
he took a job as general manager of American Brass & Copper
Company in Emeryville (referred to as the armpit of California).
He joined the Emeryville Industry Association. He was finally
invited to join Rotary in 1970 and they met in the Claremont Hotel
in Berkeley. He had only been a member for about 3 months when
the former owner of American Brass & Copper invited him to join
the Oakland (#3) club. Of course he declined and remained a
member of his club until the membership dwindled to about 20
members due to the continued slide in industry in the area.

He and the remaining club members had a glorious club-closing affair and John moved on to the
Orinda club near his home.

John related this to fundraising. All you need to do is ask; you're either going to get a YES, NO or
I'll get back to you later.

John’s answer to “why did I join Rotary?” is it was a great way to meet wonderful people and be an
active part of the community. Also, traveling overseas and especially to the Rotary International
Convention where he attended in Nice, France as president elect for his club was an event full of
wonderful memories, especially the processional of the flags to open the session.

Quoting John further: Rotary is a great organization and he is very proud to be a member and
humbled by the members including the members in this club who are dedicated helping this
community and others around the world.

Program — James Morouse — The Lobero Theatre The Lobero Theatre

In 1860 Santa Barbara County’s population was 2,400. In 1873 | Past Present Future
dJose Lobero (an Italian immigrant) converted what was then a o AR

school and the largest adobe structure in the state into a theater
that seated 1,300. The Lobero was opened as the only opera
house south of San Francisco. Jose never filled the theater; the
largest attendance was 870 people for an evangelical preacher.




The building fell into disrepair and in 1924 CAMA bought the
building, tore it down and hired George Washington Smith to design
a new theater. CAMA went out into the community and raised
$180,000 in one month. That is the equivalent of $3,000,000. The
seating for this building was 605 and has proven to be a good size for
this venue although the seating has crept up to 680.
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In 1925 a large earthquake hit Santa Barbara and the Lobero
became a shelter for the citizens of Santa Barbara. In the early
period of the Lobero’s existence it was the community center. Political conventions, mayoral
speeches and other civic activities occurred there as well as the entertainment that was its purpose.

From 1910 to 1922 Santa Barbara was the center of the silent film industry in the world. Flying A
Studios at State and Mission released over 1,200 films in that period. James recited a long list of
celebrities who habituated Santa Barbara in those days.

Over 180 nights a year something is happening on the stage of the Lobero. In 1938 the Lobero
Theatre Foundation started as a 501(c) 3. Its mission is to manage, maintain and preserve the
theater. The business plan of the theater is a hybrid plan: about 65% of the events occur when an
outside entity rents the theater; almost all of the productions are Santa Barbara based, not for
profit.

Only about 50% of the income to operate the theater comes from theater operations. The Lobero
Theatre Foundation provides the remainder of the funds needed (approximately $1,000,000). It
has 6 full time administrative staff, 2 part time administrative staff, 4 full time and 2 part time box
office staff.

Santa Barbara County owned the Lobero Theatre up until 1996. At that time they deeded it to the
Lobero Theatre Foundation. In 1997 the Lobero was required to do a seismic retrofit so the County
conveniently sidestepped that expense of about $2,000,000. In 2000 another big campaign was
undertaken to modernize the stage equipment including lighting. In 2003 the courtyard was
remodeled to allow for special events.

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Mr. Morouse spoke about what he considers the three ingredients of the Secret Sauce of the Lobero;
the first is HISTORY,; this theater has been on this corner for 138 years. The George Washington



Smith style became the basis of the Santa Barbara Spanish Revival style that Santa Barbara has
become. The second is INTIMACY. The third Secret Sauce ingredient is STORIES. The Lobero has
hosted world-class performers such as Mikhail Baryshnikov. Here is a link to the history of the

The current capital campaign (Encore Lobero) begun in 2010 is all about audience comfort. The
seating in the Lobero was installed when Ronald Reagan was president. Phase One of the campaign
has just concluded and it involved Board members, Staff, and Community Partners, past Board
members and about 50 families. Phase Two begins in January (runs through 2012) and will involve
people who come to the theater, people that know about the Lobero but haven’t been major donors in
the past and haven’t been board members. Phase Three (starting in 2013) is the community at large
where they can become involved in a name a seat campaign.

At this point, Encore Lobero is well over half way to its $5.2 million goal. Currently there are 680
seats; after the renovation there will be 600. The seats will be wider with more legroom.

When the Lobero opened in 1924 to 1974 there was (unbelievably) only ONE stall for women. There
are now 8 stalls for women; after the remodel there will be 16. There has never been air
conditioning in the Lobero but with this remodeling there will be. The lighting will also be updated.
ADA requirements will be met. Other maintenance will occur such as repairing the ceilings and
installing new carpeting.

Dear Fellow Rotarians

Re: 11" Polio Eradication (NID) trip to India — February 2012

District 5240 is putting together another team of Rotarians to India to participate
in a NID (National Immunization Day) on February 19-20, 2012.

The trip will most likely start on February 14th and end around February 24".
Besides the activities on Feb. 19th, door to door immunization will be done over a
few days starting on the 20th (we will do door to door only for 1 day). This will
entail some long hours and lots of walking (which means you need to be in good
shape physically and mentally).

Here are some guidelines that will influence the selection process:

1.

Team size will be limited to constraints of our host Rotarians.
Rotarians who are sponsored by their clubs will be given a preference.

At this point we would prefer to have only 1 member per club. However, if
there are more than 1person from the same club, we will have a list of
alternates in case there is a last minute cancellation and/or changes. This
process will give a better representation throughout the district.

The sponsoring club can consider this as an international service project
and should be prepared to explore worthy projects from the host districts in
India.

Preference will be given to those who have not participated in previous
NIDs.

Team members must be in good physical and mental health considering the
stress and strains of long flying time and a busy and hectic schedule while
in India. This requirement is very important.

The District expects that the team members will become ambassadors of
the Polio Eradication Program in their clubs and their local communities.

It will be nice if we have some team members who are in (i) health
profession, (i) journalist, photographers and videographers.



9. A rough estimate of the cost, including air travel, is around $3000-3500, ($300
out of this is required to be sent with the attached Participation Form), for the
whole trip — (this does not include your food or shopping sprees). You can
reduce the cost by sharing the hotel room with another team member. Once we
have the team finalized, you will get a copy of the participants with their contact
information. You can contact other people on the team and seek for roommates.

10. We will have a day or so to do shopping and sightseeing in New Delhi. We
will also go to Agra for a day to see the Taj Mahal.

11.0Once we are in India, the team will be split into teams of 3-5 people and
each team will go to different locations, so some internal travel will be
involved which will be arranged by us. Cost of that travel is all inclusive in
the total estimate.

12. Please make sure that your passports are current and do not expire
within 6 months of the trip completion. Once we have the team in
place, 1 will give you directions to obtain a Visa for India. You will
need 2 passport size photos for this.

13. A 3 to 4 hour’s orientation program will be held on January 29", 2012 at
my home, 4537 Lubbock Dr. Simi Valley, Ca, for education on polio and
other cultural nuances. It is mandatory to attend this session.

14. QOur role on this trip is three folds: (1) To boost the morale of the workers
who have been doing this for many years and they are getting fatigued and
tired, (2). To increase the visibility of the immunization program, and lastly
get a chance to give oral polio drops to the children.

15. Once the team is put together, you will be asked to send more funds/credit
card info to purchase airline tickets. You will be paying for the hotel stay
directly to the hotel where ever we stay. Usually, our hosts will pay for our
meals when we are in the field, but the meals taken in the hotel is paid by
you. | will complete all the accounting at the end of the trip and any
refunds due will happen after we come back to US.

16. I will be making all the arrangements for air travel to India, travel within
India and the hotel stay.

Please complete the attached forms as early as possible and send to the address
below but no later than Jan 6™, 2012. Please make sure that your Bio is more
about Rotary and please don’t send me your resume. | would prefer if the Bio is
printed on the computer or typed.

WHEREAS, Participating Rotarians and Rotarian friends will depart the USA for
India on or about February 14th, 2012, and return to the USA from India on or about
February 24th, 2012; and

WHEREAS, Said Rotarian and Rotary friends acknowledge each is serving as a
volunteer without expectancy of compensation or financial reimbursement for
participating in the NID’S; and

WHEREAS, Said Rotarian and Rotarian friends are responsible for their own
expenses, including airfare, lodging and food during the stated period; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned, as a Rotarian or Rotary friend, desires to participate
as a team member in the NID’S events, as described herein; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned participant acknowledges receiving a general code of
conduct and rules concerning the behavior of team members while being hosted in
India; and

WHEREAS, the code of conduct and rules referred to herein were derived for the
purpose of avoiding misconduct of team members that could jeopardize or harm
the team, its purpose, or its hosts in India; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned participant acknowledges the unfettered discretion of
the team leaders to remove any participant from the team, including the
undersigned, for any action or conduct the team leader feel inappropriate or in



violation of the rules referred to herein and that such removal may result in
preventing the removed participant from any further participation in the NID’S
event.

NOW THEREFORE, It is agreed as follows:

You the undersigned participant volunteer will save and hold harmless, Anil Garg
and the participating Districts and Rotary Clubs from any and all liability for loss
or damage or injury you may incur in any manner arising out of or incident to their
performance set forth above, including without limitation all consequential
damages.

Although it is not the
intent of Anil Garg or the participating Rotary Districts or Rotary Clubs to
knowingly frequent any dangerous areas or subject you or any participant to such
danger, the possibility of such a confrontation with dangerous civil disobedience
does exist. You agree to save and hold harmless Anil Garg and the participating
Rotary Districts and Rotary Clubs from any and all liability for loss or damage or
injury you may incur as a result of your participation in this NID’S event.

You, the undersigned, agree your participation in this event is at your own risk, and
you are agreeing to save and hold harmless Anil Garg and the participating Rotary
Districts and Rotary Clubs from any loss or damages you may incur whatsoever as
a result of your participation in this event.

You the undersigned, acknowledge you have read this “Hold Harmless” agreement,
understand its contents and the legal consequences thereof, and you are signing this
document under your own free will, without any duress or undue influence exerted by
Anil Garg and the participating Rotary Districts and Rotary Clubs members, or any
otherperson(s).
